Guidelines for HLTC Junior Tennis

For Parents / Carers.

1. The Club’s location is within the grounds of Harrow school. It has a signed agreement which allows access to courts at specific times - these are displayed on HLTC web – www.hltc.net    
2. All children under 17 years on April 1st must have had completed and  submitted a completed HLTC junior registration form signed by the parent/ carer, which includes a contact number for use in medical / other emergencies. 

3. HLTC cannot be held responsible without the receipt of this form if children are left courtside during HLTC junior supervised sessions
4. No child under the age of 9 years should be left courtside on their own. 
5. All children over 9 left unattended courtside must know the specific parent arrangements for collection /getting home and a collection / going home time

6. All children of 9 years and over are required by LTA to register for their British Tennis Number and submit this to the club membership secretary

7. Juniors have priority on courts 7, 8 & 9 (& sometimes 1, 2 & 3) for Sat coaching & other specific junior activities, and on other courts as available except Saturday and Sundays 9 -12 30pm, when adults have priority. These times are posted on the notice board and HLTC web.

8. Older children (11+) may use the courts at other HLTC times, unsupervised, but parents must take full responsibility for this, as there is no guarantee of any adult being on court outside of published junior sessions

9. Access to courts for juniors during other club times is determined by availability, and club committee decisions – see Junior Playing Times Sheet also on HLTC web.   

10. The club’s location within the grounds of Harrow School, means that it is imperative that children remain courtside at times when they are not actually playing, and do not wander off. Children must therefore not play in other parts of the school grounds, over which the club has no jurisdiction. 

11. All Club officials working with juniors have a CRB clearance and /or a completed LTA self declaration form.
12. All HLTC adults working with children are required to be conversant with LTA Child Protection procedures and have access to a reference copy
13. Junior tournaments will be arranged in a format that best suits the junior section at the time, and so that every child wanting to enter is given a fair chance of success and enjoyment.
14. Junior members (as with adults) should always wear their shoe tags or have them easily displayed so that adult members do not unnecessarily challenge their right to be on court.

15. Children should wear correct (non marking) footwear when on court, and will not be allowed to play in any other footwear

16.  There is a drinking fountain at the entrance to the courts for use during the summer months. Children should be encouraged make full use of this rather than taking drinks onto the courts. (Juice and biscuits etc may be eaten at the side of the courts)

17. Children left unattended are expected to respect the coach or other adult in charge and behave in a manner such that all juniors get full enjoyment of the game.

18. In the case of junior guests / summer school attendees it is the parents responsibility to complete a registration form if they intend to leave their child with the coach or other adult for the duration of these; this should be handed in at the beginning of the first session, for use by the coach.

19. Any need to leave the confines of the courts must be registered with the coach / adult in charge
20. Younger children, who may need the toilet more often, should be encouraged to do so before the session starts.

21. Sometimes issues /difficulties may arise – these will always be discussed first with the parent in order that an agreement can be reached  

22. Any difficult to resolve situations can be discussed further with the club Child Protection (CP) Officer or any other HLTC committee member 
23. In the event of any concerns regarding a child’s safety these will be discussed with the Club CP Officer or a committee member, as soon as possible, 

24. In the event of a medical emergency the coach / Junior tennis assistant will always call an ambulance immediately, and then parents, as long as we have up to date contact numbers.
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
